Frequently Asked Questions

What can kids and parents expect at your performances?

More fun than a barrel of monkeys! Janet’s background in musical comedy and children's theatre informs our choice of material and its presentation: very visual, very energetic, very theatrical, very funny!  At family shows, the “mosh pit” fills with children and their parents dancing and jumping, infected with the sheer joy of live music.  Our school shows get everyone (including the faculty and “the big kids”) involved.
What kind of music do you play?

The Cat’s Pajamas makes very cool music for kids, bringing a musical comedy twist to high-octane kid-rock. Our repertoire runs the gamut from swing to Motown to folk to  rock ‘n roll and most things in between! Sophisticated arrangements, three and four-part harmony and a band of full-time professional musicians create a sound that parents love every bit as much as their kids. The band brings their backgrounds in acapella, classical, jazz, pop, blues, and pop to their commitment to create the highest quality music possible for kids and their families.

What age children do you perform for?

Two to ten and anyone with a sense of humor and a love of real music.

What kind of sizes and shapes do you come in?

Depending on the size of your venue and your budget, we are available as small as a duo and as large as a six-piece band. A Cat’s Pajamas’ performance always includes Janet on vocals, kazoo, puppets and plunger, backed by a variety of musicians depending on availability. For the duo, Janet is backed by guitar or keyboards. The trio includes guitar or guitar and bass and three –part vocals. The four-piece band is typically guitar, bass or keyboards, and drums. The five-piece band is usually guitar, bass, keyboards and drums. The six-piece band includes blues harmonica and flute. The band almost always includes at least two singers and often four. Our vocal harmonies are an integral part of our sound and one of the things that gives The Cat’s Pajamas a signature sound.

How far ahead to I have to book?

As early as you can! As soon as you know approximately when your event will be, contact us. We book some events more than a year in advance, most three to six months ahead and occasionally within a month. If your venue requires travel time and overnights, we ideally need six months to plan a support tour. Unless your event is set in stone, email us a selection of dates or parameters like “any Friday in March or April” so we can try to work our schedule around yours. That being said, it’s always worth calling, even if your event is only a couple of weeks away.
